To fulf i ll our social responsibil ities and cult ivate outstanding talent , we are 

constant ly th inking about how to promote collaborations between d iffe rent 

i ndust r ies and f ields to ach ieve env ironmen tal , soc ial , and economic 

susta inable develo p ment. The "2023 National Yan g M ing Ch iao Tu ng 

Univers ity Susta inable Development Annual Report " publ ished t his year 

focused on academic research, soc ial inf l uence, educat ion , and campus 

governance relating to the 17 UN SDGs.
