An Interpretation and Analysis of Toru Takemitsu’s Voice for Flute Solo

Paper Abstract

The piece “Voice” is one of the most famous flute solo classic of 20" century,
written by Japanese composer Toru Takemitsu in 1971 and dedicated to the french
flutist Auréle Nicolet.

Conbining Japanese tradition music elements to response the innovative spirit of
Western contemporary music, Takemitsu experimented diverse special techniques and
used space notation for his individual musical expression, This article focuses on the
compositional concepts of Takemitsu and the relations between his musical thoughts
and the implement of Western or Eastern art cultures, therefore understanding the
interpretation of this piece.
