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The Globalization of Local Cultural Industry : A Examination of The
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was:to investigate the issue that how a local cultural
industry in Taiwan globalizes under the era.of globalization.Focusing on the practices
of Pili International Media in Taiwan, this study examined the content of its puppet
shows, the new technologies it used, and its marketing strategies to understand the
difficulties and potentials for a local cultural industry to globalize. Three methods,
content analysis, secondary data analysis, and intensive interviews, were adopted to
collect data for this study. The findings indicate that Pili International Media
encountered different problems when trying to export its palm drama to the Japanese
market, Hong Kong market, Mainland China market, and the markets in America,
Europe, and Africa. Furthermore, this study also found that new technologies did a
great help for a local cultural industry to globalize its products. More findings were
