Through the special edition album:¥Are, you the King?”, the artist 13 Band
challenged itself on the meaningof desire and seeking, and presented an ultra-realistic
dreamland via an artistic intermedia performance -combining music, images, and
stage setup. Through literature. ‘review—of _Surrealism, intermedia art, and
Progressive/Art Rock as well as the ‘correlating work manifestations, new kinds of

intermedia artworks were explored and created.
These art pieces adopt the style of surrealism and the framework of intermedia art.
A series of correlated works are presented: music, drawings, graphic designs,

dynamic images, and three-dimensional stage installations. The live performance

integrated media unfolds the diverse, unique aesthetics of contemporary art.
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
