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A Study on Corporationalization of

National Universities in Taiwan.

Abstract

The purpose of this study are.to explore the context of corporationalization of
national universities in Taiwan, to analyze the development of the policy of
corporationalization of nationaluniversities of some leading nations, and to make
suggestions to government and education administration authority and national

universities.

In order to accomplish what are mentioned above,this study adopt the literature
review, questionnaire survey, and in-depth interview. A total of 1050 questionnaires
were sent to sampled administrators, professors and general staffs in all national and
part of private universities. 275 valid questionnaires, chi-square and the static
software of SPSS version10.0 were used.Based on literature review, questionnaire
survey, and in-depth interview, the suggestions to education authority and national

universities are as follows:

1.Recommendations to education administration authority:(1)offering concepts of
relevant law assistance;(2)offering adequate subsidization to the universities with
special tasks;(3)ensuring deregulation;(4)encouraging amalgamation of
universities;(5)making principled educational policies;(6)keeping the evaluation and

supervision rights.

2.Recommendations to national universities: (1)to find out the concepts of

corporationalization actively; (2)to strengthen management ability and to establish
distinguished features; (3)to promote the quality of instruction; (4)to adjust the
structure of universities; (5)to strengthen the ability of self fund raising; (6)to plan the

long range university version for excellence.

3.Recommendations to the following researchers: (1)to pay close attention to the
development of the policy of corporationalization of national universities in Japan;
(2)to research how to the education administration authority offering subsidization to
the universities fairly, executing evaluation system affectively, and asking

amalgamation functionally.
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
