It is important that your interview is done systematically using a prepared set of
questions that will help guide the dialogue. However, depending on the person being
interviewed and the responses they give, it is possible that; (1) you may not need to
ask all of the question that is listed, (2) you may ask the questions in a different order,
or (3) you may think of other questions to ask during the interview. So again, this
interview protocol is a guide that will help you through the process of the interview
but you may end up not using it entirely.
