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Abstract
Globalization is one of the causes of the
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declining of nation-state’s functions—although the
declining of state’s functions is not equal to the
declining of nationalism. The premises of a balance
between capitalism and social justice, democracy and
social policy, are still carried out in the frame of
nation-state so far. With the declining of the
nation-state in relation to transnational economic
power, the foundation of democracy politics and
social welfare is shaken by the economic globalization.
Neo-liberalism-globalism thus claims that the
economic law should be the only law of social
operating. Those who are against this kind of
“de-political’ trends try to re-regulate capitalism on
the global scale through transnational cooperation, and
make the states to respond the no returning
globalization through intra-national reform. The
so-called “the Third Way” is a corrected strategy
presented by the socialdemocrats in response to
globalization, though there are disparities and
conflicts between the radical position of “the Third
Way", which is close to neo-liberalism, and the
moderate position of “the Third Way”, which is close
to traditional socialdemocracy. This project is firstly
to study debates about “the Third Way”, including the
following topics: the definition and classification of
“the Third Way”, “the Third Way” and economic
globalization, “the Third Way” and principles of
social policy, “the Third Way” and labor policy, and
the  internationa connection  among  the
socialdemocratic governments which are establishing
policies of different kinds of “the Third Way".
Secondly, the most important strategy to assure social
justice under trends of globalization, the establishment
of transnational politics, is aready roughly built in the
EU. Therefore this project will also set the following
issues as research topics: the transnational character of
the EU, the democratization of the EU, and the
transnational social policy in the EU. Looking into the
western debates about “the Third Way”, and the
transnational politics structure in the EU.
